* Politization of the censuses in the function of
national counting and ethnic dispersion through
targeted stratification of existing nationalities.



2.The impact of using the subjective criteria as the
official principle of national identification

* The occurrence of ethnical dissimulation and ethnic
transfer;

* Disagreement between real ethnic and declared
nationality;

* The emergence of flotant ethnic groups in which
variability is present in declaring their national,
linguistic and religious identity;
