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Pursuant to Article 11 and 43 of the Law on Official Statistics (“Official Gazette of RS, No 104/09), Articles 7 and 35 of the Law on Government Administration („Official Gazette of RS, No  79/05), Director of the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia hereby adopts:

ОN PRICING POLICY IMPLEMENTATION IN THE STATISTICAL OFFICE OF THE REPUBLIC OF SERBIA 

Article 1

This rulebook shall regulate special services, method of their provision, modalities of payment and allocation of funds, presentation of budgetary revenue and expenses, as well as other elements of the pricing policy, that is, services that are charged by the Statistical Office of the Republic of Serbia (hereinafter: the Office). 





  Article 2
The Office shall provide/carry out the following services and activities to which pricing policy is applicable: 

- Services referring to supplementary processing of the results of statistical surveys from programmes and plans of the official statistics, 

- Services referring statistical surveys to be carried out at the request of other institution, but which are not foreseen in the programme and plans of the Official Statistics, 

- Sale of publications

- Photocopying






  Article 3

Services that are charged according to the list price of services are as follows: 

- Dissemination of statistical data and information at users’ requests
- Analysis and processing of data from regular statistical surveys that are not foreseen in the plan of  data processing and publication 

- Design of methodological, organizational and other solutions and applications for the purpose of carrying out extraordinary statistical surveys.

- Data extracted from statistical registers and databases 

- Data copied on CDs







  Article 4 





     

The Office shall not charge:

- Data and information published on the web site of the Office 

- Data and information given by phone 

- Data, information and services for pupils, students and the media. 
 Article 5 


The Office shall solely charge material costs to budged-funded bodies and organizations if they ask for results from regular statistical surveys foreseen in the programme of data processing and publication. 


Should bodies and organizations referred to in Article 5, as well as other users request for data from regular statistical surveys to be additionally processed or for extraordinary statistical surveys to be carried out, mutual obligations and costs calculation shall be defined by means of a special contract. 







Article 6



     

Requests for special services referred to in Article 3 shall be sent to the Office by e-mail, by means of order, letter or contract. 







  
Article 7


Revenues generated by the provision of services referred to in Article 3 shall be used to cover material and other costs accruing directly or indirectly from usesr’s request procesing, as well as to remunerated direct provider of the services. 






  Article 8



Revenues generated by the provision of services referred to in Article 3 shall be used in accordance with Article of the Law on Official Statistics.

The modality of allocating the funds referred to in paragraph 1 shall comply with the Rulebook on the Allocation of Funds Generated by Providing Special Services. 







  Article 9 







Costs of special services shall be calculated according to the List Price of services, which shall be adopted by the director of the Office, after being proposed by the technical board of directors of the Office. 
 Article 10

The main components used to fix the prices of special services are: 

- Time spent, 

- Material costs. 

The unit for the calculation of the time used shall be the value of one hour worked by the employees involved in the provision of the service, which shall be augmented by 50%. 
Material costs accruing during the work shall be calculated on the basis of the real use of material resources.

When publishing the data, the user shall cite the Office as the source. 







             Article 12

The revenues and expenses from own activities shall be presented every year at the moment of the adoption of the Law on the Budget of the Republic of Serbia. 

   





Article 13
This Rulebook shall enter into force the day following the day of its adoption.
